A fire on Thursday night 
damaged a house in the Dis-
covery neighborhood in the 
Walkersville area.

The fire was in the 8500 
block of Adventure Court, 
east of Md. 194.

The first units on the 
scene reported “heavy fire,” 

according to the Frederick 
County Division of Fire and 
Rescue Services.

Two occupants of the 
house got out safely, accord-
ing to a Fire and Rescue post 
on Facebook.

One occupant was taken 
to a hospital. A second was 
evaluated, but not taken to a  
hospital.

A Prince George’s Coun-
ty man faces assault, drug, 
and traffic charges, accused 
of leading police on a chase 
that began near Frederick 
and continued into Mont-
gomery County on Thurs-
day night.

Shawn Ray Elswick, 25, 
of Riverdale, is charged 
with three counts each of 
first- and second-degree 
assault; one count each of 
unlawful taking of a mo-
tor vehicle, possession of 
drugs: not cannabis, pos-
session of drug parapher-
nalia, and negligent and 
reckless driving; and nu-
merous traffic charges.

Three other people were 
in the vehicle with Elswick 
and also face charges, au-
thorities said.

Elswick was still be-
ing held after a bail review 
hearing Friday in Frederick 

County District Court, with 
another hearing scheduled 
for Monday.

Court records did not 
list an attorney to represent 
Elswick.

A sheriff’s deputy was 
on patrol around Md. 85 
and Grove Road near Fred-
erick when he saw a white 
Nissan van turn down a 
narrow gravel road behind 
a shopping center, in what 
the deputy believed was an 
effort to avoid him, accord-
ing to charging documents.

As he followed the van 
down the gravel road, a 
computer search showed 
that the van was stolen and 
the deputy attempted to 
stop the vehicle.

When the deputy turned 
on his emergency lights, 
the van went north onto In-
terstate 270, then to U.S. 15 
before taking the exit for 
Motter Avenue and onto 
Opposumtown Pike toward 
Fort Detrick.

After turning around, 
the van went back onto U.S. 
15 and I-270, being tracked 
on radar at 100 mph, ac-
cording to the charging 
documents.

The chase continued 
into Montgomery Coun-
ty, ultimately exiting onto 
Shady Grove Road near 
Gaithersburg.

At an intersection, the 
van rammed another vehi-
cle waiting at the red light 
and pushed it out of the 
way. Two of that vehicle’s 
three occupants were taken 
to Shady Grove Hospital as 
a result of their vehicle be-
ing rammed, according to 
charging documents.

The van was stopped 
by the Montgomery Coun-
ty Police Department at a 
Sheetz store in Gaithers-
burg, where Elswick was 
found in the bathroom at-
tempting to flush drug par-
aphernalia down the toilet, 
according to the charging 

documents.
Drugs and parapherna-

lia were found throughout 
the van and in the posses-
sion of the three other men 
in the van, according to the 
documents.

Reny Escobar, 24, of 
Frederick, Walter Cabre-
ra Miranda, 28, no ad-
dress given, and Jose Tor-
res Juarez, 19, no address 
given, were charged with 
motor vehicle theft, posses-
sion of a controlled danger-
ous substance, and posses-
sion of paraphernalia.

The three could not be 
located in online court re-
cords Friday, but Miran-
da and Juarez were both 
held on an Immigration 
Detainer Notice of Action, 
accused of being in the 
United States illegally, ac-
cording to a press release 
from the Frederick County 
Sheriff’s Office.

Man arrested after chase through 
Frederick, Montgomery counties

WASHINGTON— Some Mary-
land Democrats in Congress say 
they are appalled by President Don-
ald Trump’s comments blaming 
Ukraine for Russia’s invasion and 
calling Ukraine President Volody-
myr Zelenskyy a dictator.

“He called President Zelenskyy 
a dictator when it’s Vladamir Putin 
that is the dictator and wants the as-
sault on the Ukrainian people,” Sen. 
Chris Van Hollen said Wednesday on 
the Senate floor. “We should all be 

ashamed, ashamed, Mr. President.”
Sen. Angela Alsobrooks said in a 

statement to Capital News Service 
that “it’s an asinine comment that 
makes it clear this President is more 
interested in helping Putin than 
standing up for our allies.”

Rep. Jamie Raskin posted on X: 
“President Trump calls Zelenskyy 
a ‘dictator,’ which can’t be true be-
cause Trump loves all the dictators. 
That’s why he appeases & coddles 
Putin & his filthy imperialist war 
on the people of Ukraine. History 
teaches us that we bow down to dic-
tators & tyrants at our own peril.”

The feud between Trump and 

Zelenskyy started on Tuesday, as se-
nior officials from the United States 
and Russia met in Saudi Arabia to 
discuss ending the Ukraine war and 
re-establishing normal relations. It 
was the two countries’ most exten-
sive talks since 2022 — when Russia 
invaded Ukraine — and notably ex-
cluded Ukraine and Zelenskyy.

Zelenskyy angrily respond-
ed to Tuesday’s meeting, saying he 
was postponing his planned visit to 
Saudi Arabia — which was sched-
uled for Wednesday — in protest. 
Trump said he was disappointed 
by Ukraine’s reaction, then blamed 
the country for starting the war and 

claiming it “could have made a deal.”
Tensions continued to rise 

Wednesday, when Zelenskyy said 
Trump lives in a “web of disinforma-
tion” influenced by Russia, which 
sparked an intense post on Trump’s 
Truth Social account calling Zelen-
skyy a “dictator without elections.”

“It is now obvious why Zelen-
skyy was not included in the dis-
cussions so critical to the future of 
Ukraine,” Rep. Steny Hoyer said in 
a statement Wednesday. “President 
Trump is clearly adopting Putin’s ar-
gument, which has been rejected by 
the free world and the United States 
of America in a bipartisan fashion. 

Every American and every Repub-
lican and Democrat who loves free-
dom and opposes dictators and war 
criminals should be speaking out 
forcefully in opposition to this Putin 
lie that, shockingly, Trump has par-
roted. His relationship with this des-
pot is dangerous and despicable.”

Rep. April McClain Delaney 
agreed with Hoyer’s statement, 
saying in an X post Thursday that 
Trump’s comments are insulting to 
soldiers and civilians who have lost 
their lives in the war.

“We must continue to stand with 
NATO and democracies across the 
globe,” she said.
